From Corsica and Sardinia to Sicily, Santorini and beyond, the islands of the
Mediterranean produce wines shaped by sun, salt air, and rugged terrain. Each island
tells its own story—wvolcanic soils, ancient vines, native grapes—yet they share

a common thread: bright acidity, coastal minerality, and a spirit that reflects life by
the sea. These are wines of place, tradition, and timeless Mediterranean character.




Corsica

Corsica, birthplace of Napoleon, is a wild, mountainous island surrounded by the
Mediterranean Sea—and its wines reflect that bold coastal spirit. Native grapes like
Niellucciu (a cousin of Sangiovese) and Vermentinu thrive in windswept vineyards
perched above the sea, producing wines that are savory, mineral, and laced with wild
herbs of the maquis. Influenced by both French precision and Italian soul, Corsican
wines offer a pure, untamed taste of the Mediterranean coast.

Sardinia

Sardinia’s terroir is defined by granite soils, strong coastal winds, and intense
Mediterranean sun. These elements, along with high elevation and cool nights, create
ideal conditions for low-yield, high-flavor wines. The island’s isolation has preserved
unique grapes like Cannonau, Vermentino, and Carignano, producing wines with
salty minerality and wild herbal notes. Deeply rooted in tradition, Sardinian wines
reflect the rugged, maritime landscape and centuries of hands-off winemaking.

Sicily

'The largest island in the Mediterranean, Sicily is a land of sun, sea, and smoking

volcanoes—most notably Mount Etna. Its wines are shaped by this dramatic landscape,
where ancient vines grow in volcanic ash and coastal breezes cool sun-drenched vine-
yards. Native grapes like Nero d’Avola, Nerello Mascalese, and Carricante thrive here,
producing wines that balance power and elegance—a vibrant, earthy expression of the

island’s complex soul.
